For the last five years, we have been monitoring the entrance stairways into the Church from Columbus 

Avenue. The masonry of the walls around the stairways (called 'cheek walls') and the stone steps have appeared to 

be shifting and lifting and have become increasingly unstable and resistant to repair. In the last year, significant 

increased movement became apparent. Engineering studies identified the cause as improper and insufficient 

drainage. The movement of the stairs has stressed the cheek walls around the porch and stairways, requiring dis-

sembling and rebuilding. 
 

While the steps are still safe, our engineering report shows that the repair can no longer be delayed. The 

scope of the project calls for the removal and repair/reshaping of all the steps and construction of appropriate 

drainage systems and the rebuilding and repointing of the cheek walls, in two phases: first, the steps of the north 

and south tower entrances, and second, the two stairways, porch, and center wall of the main center Church en-

trance. The Finance Council in close cooperation with the Archdiocese of New York has approved the repair and 

chosen a contractor. The cost of the repair is $679,000. 
 

Duration of the Project: May 23 - November 1, 2017, Monday - Friday, 8am - 5:30pm. (Repair of the tower 

entrance stairways may begin before May 23rd.) All work is on-site and requires partial closure of the Colum-

bus Avenue sidewalk. 
 

Fundraising for this project coincided with the Archdiocese of New Yorkôs campaign, ñRenew and Re-

buildò. Our assigned goal is $1.5 million. A generous donor matches this amount and more as a challenge to en-

courage your participation. 
 

Our hope is to raise $555,000 which includes the balance on the stairs; replacing the sound system;      

completing the repair of the sidewalks around the Church, and helping with the rebuilding of our 1964 mighty

Queridos amigos:   

Durante los ¼ltimos cinco a¶os, hemos estado monitoreando las escaleras de entrada hacia la Iglesia desde 

la Avenida Col·n. La mamposter²a de las paredes alrededor de las escaleras (llamadas "paredes de las mejillas") y 

los escalones de piedra parecen estar cambiando y levant§ndose y se han vuelto cada vez m§s inestables y         

resistentes a la reparaci·n. En el ¼ltimo a¶o, se hizo evidente un aumento significativo del movimiento. Los      

estudios de ingenier²a identificaron la causa como drenaje inadecuado e insuficiente. El movimiento de las 

escaleras ha hecho hincapi® en las paredes de la mejilla alrededor del porche y las escaleras, lo que requiere   

disimular y reconstruir. 

 

Si bien los pasos siguen siendo seguros, nuestro informe de ingenier²a muestra que la reparaci·n ya no 

puede ser retrasada. El alcance del proyecto requiere la remoci·n y reparaci·n / remodelaci·n de todos los pasos y 

la construcci·n de sistemas adecuados de drenaje y la reconstrucci·n y repointing de las paredes de la mejilla, en 

dos fases: primero, los pasos de las entradas norte y sur de la torre, y Segundo, las dos escaleras, el porche y la 

pared central de la entrada principal de la iglesia central. El Consejo de Finanzas en estrecha colaboraci·n con la 

Arquidi·cesis de Nueva York ha aprobado la reparaci·n y elegido un contratista. El costo de la reparaci·n es de 

$679,000. Duraci·n del proyecto: 23 de mayo - 1 de noviembre de 2017, de lunes a viernes, de 8 am a 5:30 

pm. (La reparaci·n de las escaleras de entrada de la torre puede comenzar antes del 23 de mayo.) Todo el trabajo 

est§ en el sitio en la avenida Columbus. 

 

La recaudaci·n de fondos para este proyecto coincidi· con la campa¶a de la Arquidi·cesis de Nueva York, 

"Renew and Rebuild". Nuestra meta asignada es $ 1.5 millones. Un donante generoso coincide con esta cantidad y 

m§s como un desaf²o para alentar su participaci·n.
