This year, Ash Wednesday falls on February 14, Saint Valentineôs Day. 
(These days coincided last in 1945.) 
 
Saint Valentineôs Day celebrates a third-century Christian martyr, but it 
has also become a popular celebration of romantic love, replete with 
chocolates, romantic dinners, roses, and an overload of candy hearts. 

 
Ash Wednesday begins the penitential season of Lent with a day of fasting, ab-

stinence, and prayer in preparation for the celebration of Easter. 
 

Catholics 18-59 years of age are required to fast on Ash Wednesday and Good 
Friday.  Catholics 14 and older are also required to abstain from meat on those days 
and on Lenten Fridays.  According to the United States Bishops Conference, a person 
fasting ñis permitted to eat one full meal, as well as two smaller meals that together 
are not equal to a full meal.ò  

 
Here are two suggestions if you want to observe both: 

 
1. Celebrate Mardi Gras  (Fat Tuesday) as you might Saint Valentineôs Day. As you 
know Mardi Gras is a traditional time to indulge in festive celebration before the Len-
ten fast begins the next day, Ash Wednesday. 
 
2. Ashes & Roses.  We will offer a late beginning to Lent to accommodate the cele-
bration of love that is St. Valentineôs Day. Fast throughout the day until your Valen-
tineôs Day dinner; come to a late mass at 9pm, after dinner to begin the observance of 
Lent. Our Gaudium  ministry will offer a light reception, ñAshes & Rosesò before the 
late mass for those who would like to observe both days. 
 

Both are feasts of Love: we celebrate the love we share in those spe-
cial relationships with spouses, family, and friends. And Lent points us to 
the greatest act of love, when Jesus gave up His life so that we might 
learn to love more deeply and the greatest celebration of love, the Resur-
rection of Jesus whose love conquers even death.

Queridos amigos - 
 
Este año, el miércoles de ceniza cae el 14 de febrero, día de San Valentín. (Estos días 
coincidieron por última vez en 1945). 
 
El Día de San Valentín celebra a un mártir cristiano del siglo III, pero también se ha 
convertido en una celebración popular de amor romántico, repleta de chocolates, ce-
nas románticas, rosas y una sobrecarga de dulces corazones. 
 
El miércoles de ceniza comienza la temporada penitencial de Cuaresma con un día de 

ayuno, abstinencia y oración en preparación para la Pascua. 
 
Se requiere que los católicos entre 18 y 59 años ayunen el Miércoles de Ceniza y el Viernes Santo. A los 
católicos mayores de 14 años también se les exige abstenerse de comer carne en esos días y los viernes 
de Cuaresma. Según la Conferencia de Obispos, una persona que ayuna "puede comer una comida 
completa, así como dos comidas más pequeñas que juntas no son iguales a una comida completa". 
 
Aquí hay dos sugerencias si desea observar ambas: 
 
1. Celebre el Mardi Gras  (martes gordo) como lo haría el día de San Valentín. Como saben Mardi 
Gras es un momento tradicional para disfrutar de una celebración festiva antes de que el ayuno de 
Cuaresma comience al día siguiente, miércoles de ceniza. 
 
2. Cenizas y Rosas.  Ofreceremos un comienzo tardío de la Cuaresma para acomodar la celebración 
del amor que es el Día de San Valentín. Rápido durante todo el día hasta la cena del Día de San 
Valentín; ven a una misa tardía a las 9 pm, después de la cena para comenzar la observancia de la 
Cuaresma. Nuestro ministerio Gaudium ofrecerá una recepción ligera, "Ashes & Roses" antes de la 
misa tardía para aquellos que deseen observar ambos días. 
 
Ambas son fiestas de amor: celebramos el amor que compartimos en esas relaciones es-
peciales con cónyuges, familiares y amigos. Y la Cuaresma nos señala el mayor acto de 
amor, cuando Jesús entregó su vida para que podamos aprender a amar más profunda-
mente y la celebración más grande del amor, la Resurrección de Jesús, cuyo amor con-
quista incluso la muerte.
